THERAPEUTIC PUPPETRY: INTRODUCTION AND APPLICATIONS

Lecture, slides, demonstrations, and hands-on participation exploring the power of puppets in therapeutic settings.

Therapeutic puppetry involves the creation of, playing with, or performing with puppets, or the watching of specially designed therapeutic puppet shows. Puppets serve as animated symbols of thoughts, feelings, and experiences allowing for the dramatic release and resolution of emotional conflict. Puppetry stimulates storytelling, fostering language development and exploration of personal and interpersonal dynamics. Therapeutic puppetry concepts and techniques can effectively be used with children, adolescents, adults, groups, and families. This presentation will include: a demonstration of puppet types and styles of puppetry suitable for therapeutic work (i.e., table top and giant Bunraku figures, hand puppets, mouth puppets, rod puppets, simple marionettes, shadow puppets, and toy theatre puppets), the history and theory of therapeutic puppetry, therapy and psychological concepts that relate to therapeutic puppetry, the therapeutic value of puppetry in clinical and medical settings, and the therapeutic value of puppetry in non-clinical settings such as schools, shelters, libraries, and camps. 

OBJECTIVES

Participants will learn:

· The history and theory of therapeutic puppetry. 

· Therapy concepts that relate to therapeutic puppetry

· Psychological concepts with implications for puppetry in therapy. 

· The therapeutic value of puppetry in clinical and medical settings. 

· The therapeutic value of puppetry in non-clinical settings such as schools, shelters, libraries, and camps. 

· Learn the psychological implications of various puppet types and the rationale for the types of puppets recommended for therapeutic work.
