3.  Festival Director is a director of the State  Puppet Theatre "Tęcza"

4.  Chief Accountant Festival is the Chief Accountant State  Puppet Theatre "Tęcza" - Boguslaw Grzybowska
5. Participate in the Festival of Puppet Theaters European Union Countries. The accompanying events, the organizers may invite theaters from countries not members of the community. Additional events are not subject to the competition.
6.  The main objectives of the Festival are the cultural integration of European Union countries, exchange experiences, presentation of the art theater for children, the establishment of creative contacts.
7.  Deadline Festival - 6-13 May 2012
8.  Festival Place: City of Slupsk / Poland
9.  The festival is a contest. The performances will be judged by professional jury and the Children's Jury. Jury appointed by the Director of the Festival. Jury Coordinator coordinates the work of the Festival Programme - Sabina Soboń
10.  There will be prizes in the following categories:

Ist place-prize Mayor of Slupsk
II place  - prize Starosta Słupsk
III place - Pomorskie Marshal Award

The prizes awarded for professional jury decides which reserves the right to distribute the awards.
11. Children's Jury has the right to award the following prizes:
First Prize
Second Prize
Third Prize

12.  Each theater receives a certificate of participation in the Festival
13. The festival is open to teams composed of up to 12 people. In the situation of more people, all costs of more than 12 participants cover their own theaters, making the appropriate payments on time and at the address specified by the organizer. In exceptional circumstances, Festival Director has the right to waive this requirement.
14. Festival organizer guarantees invited theaters:
-Accommodation in hotels from 6 to 13 May 2012
-Board (breakfast, lunch, dinner)
-Parking charges on 6-13 May 2012, the hotel's parking lot
-Free admission to all festival performances and special events
- Insurance of participants against accidents and the accident cost of hospital treatment
-Technical assistance and organizational
-Group leader with knowledge of English, German, French or Russian
-Advertising materials
Flat-fee for two performances of 4000 PL (about 1,000 EURO)
-Pay costs by the copyright laws of Poland (ZAiKS)
15. Festival organizer does not cover the cost of transport and insurance of property (scenery, costumes and puppets)
16. Theatres interested in the festival have the right to submit two performances for children or adults, made in any technique puppet, and outdoor events
